The Mustard
Seed, the only furniture and clothing bank in
Central Florida, has been a crisis social service
agency for more than 30 years making a house
a home for 3,000 people annually.

Funded by individual charitable contributions,
corporate philanthropy and foundations,

The Mustard Seed is a local charity with no
affiliates. The generosity of our community
enables The Mustard Seed to rebuild lives and
help Central Florida residents regain hope,
stability and dignity.

In 2011, The Mustard Seed began recycling
mattresses and has diverted more than 4
million cubic feet of waste from ending up in
the landfill. The Mustard Seed is one of only
a handful of nonprofits nationwide with a
Mattress Recycling Program.

Emylee

Emylee and her two children,
Ayana, 1, and Liyah, 5, lived
in seven Orlando hotels

after leaving their home in
Connecticut.

The 24-year-old single mother
and her children moved
back to Orlando in 2020 to
escape unsafe circumstances.
Emylee and her children had nowhere to go so
they lived in hotels until the Florida Department

of Children and Families stepped in and referred
the family to a homeless shelter. Once Emylee
eventually received rental assistance to obtain
housing and move out of the shelter, she came to
The Mustard Seed to make her house a home.

“If it weren't for all the help from Aspire, The
Mustard Seed and the community, | probably would
have lost my kids by now,” Emylee said.

Stephanie

In 2018, Stephanie received
furniture and clothing
assistance from The Mustard
Seed after fleeing a dangerous
relationship and ending up
homeless. Stephanie found
herself needing help again
after her apartment was
among several homes in
Jernigan Gardens damaged by a fire in December
2020. The Mustard Seed fully furnished Stephanie’s
new apartment.

“To receive furniture from The Mustard Seed fills
my heart with warmth and joy,” Stephanie said. “To
have a place to come to after such an ordeal is a
blessing all itself. But to have furniture to place into
the apartment for my girls to have a bed of their
own to lay in tonight is what will make that place
special, will make that place home.”
